RSL Hall/ Men’s Shed/Apex Park/CWA Building Area 
– Master Plan 
Council was delighted with input received from 

stakeholders regarding the above precinct and looks 

forward to receiving the workshop outcomes report at 

the April Council Meeting. The report will then be 

made available on Council’s website and also via the 

Kojonup News. This allows stakeholders, community 

and Council to assess future developments and use 

options within the area that is planned, costed and 

where asset management/financial/operational 

implications, 

social/business/educational/cultural/heritage, etc. 

opportunities are identified and future funding 

opportunities to realise the agreed vision are shared 

with external funding providers. 

 

Health Services  
Council also conducted 2 successful Health Services 

Planning workshops which looked at the myriad of 

aspects attached to the full spectrum of Health 

Services, which level of government is responsible for 

delivery, how such services compliment State and 

Commonwealth strategies now and particularly into 

the future, prioritising levels of service delivery across 

all council operations/built environment including 

rationalisation in order to meet majority community 

priorities given our limited revenue streams. Is there 

also an appetite for possible private sector investment 

opportunities in health services? Council awaits the 

outcomes report which will be made available on 

Council’s website and also via the Kojonup News to 

ensure community engagement upon Council 

receiving same at the April Council Meeting.  

 

Funding Applications 
Council via staff and local consultants (Cush Prasser-

Jones, Leith Schmidt and Margaret Robertson) have 

been working tirelessly to finalise funding submissions 

under the Great Southern Development Commissions 

– Royalties for Region Community Chest Fund and 

Regional Grants Scheme as well as the Western 

Australia Community Health - Southern Inland Health 

Initiative – Stream 6 Residential Aged Care and 

Dementia Investment Program for a number of 

projects such as: 

 Development of a Kodja Place Master Plan 

 Improvements to Springhaven, Security, Energy 

efficiencies, entrance, car parking and bus layby 

 Replacement of Harrison Place Public Toilets  

 Improving internal Memorial Hall toilets as part of 

Disability & Inclusion Plan 

 Internal upgrades for Jean Sullivan Units again as 

part of Council’s Disability &Inclusion Planning 

 Water Harvesting & Reuse Integrated Planning to 

pipe water from Stock Road to Kodja Place 

 

While there is no guarantee of funding, Council does 

possess a number of “shovel ready” projects and 

supporting business cases that can be actioned when 

funding rounds specific to that project are open. 

Council is also conscious of the need to ensure 

matching $ for $ funds are held in reserves to meet 

funding criteria. This is an increasing issue when 

ongoing maintenance allocations are required to 

maintain present assets especially when no other 
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external funding sources are available or foreseeable in 

the short/medium term.

2017 will see a review 

of the 2013-2023 Community Strategic Plan and I 

encourage as many community members as possible to 

participate in the review sessions as ultimately as the 

name implies it is Council & the Community’s Plan.
